The total project cost of Rs 22,594 crore will be financed by a mix of debt, equity and Viability Gap Funding (VGF), the Minister
said.

The debt of Rs 15,102 crore will be raised by NRL and apart from its internal accrual of Rs 2,307 crore, the promoters, namely,
Bharat Petroleum Corporation Ltd, Oil India Ltd and Government of Assam will contribute to the equity, he said.

"The project will be supported by viability gap funding of Rs 1,020 crore from the government of India," Goyal said.

Besides, the Cabinet also approved setting up of a crude oil pipeline from Paradip to Numaligarh and product pipeline from
Numaligarh to Siliguri.

"The expansion of the refinery will meet the deficit of petroleum products in the Northeast. It will generate direct and indirect
employmentin the region and is a part of the government's Hydrocarbon Vision 2030 for the Northeast," Goyal said.

"An estimated 8,000 people would be involved in executing the project that will significantly contribute to meeting the growing
demand of petroleum productsin the region...," the statement read.

Anomalies have existed in the pay scales of executives of
NHPC, NEEPCO, THDCIL and SJVNL since January 1,
1997 due to revision of pay scales of the unionised
category of workmen/ non-executives in line with the
NTPC/ oil sector within the organisations. The pay scales
of workmen and supervisors were higher than the pay
scales of executives in the E-1 grade,” the official
statement said.
